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3.4.3.5. IDSF Anti-Doping Commission

IDO has the right and is offered the opportunity, if
necessary, to use and request advice from the Anti-
Doping Commission of the IDSF. The IDSF Anti-Doping
Director has the right to order and perform the required
anti-doping tests in IDO’ competitions, including out-of-
competition testing. IDSF agrees to invite one
representative of IDO to be included in the IDSF Anti-
Doping Commission.

3.4.3.6. Right of IDSF to sanction Associate Members in
case of non-compliance with the Anti-Doping
Rules

Should IDO appear not to be in compliance with the
requirements as set forth in this agreement, then it
shall be subject to a formal hearing procedure of the
IDSF Presidium and the IDSF Annual General Meeting
and must withdraw its Membership of IDSF if it is
proven not (or no longer) in compliance with the anti-
doping rules.

3.4.3.7. Right of WADA and NADO’s to perform Anti-
Doping Tests

It is confirmed and accepted by IDO as an Associate
Member of IDSF that the World Anti-Doping Agency
(WADA), the National Anti-Doping Organizations
(NADO’s) and the IDSF, or third parties appointed by
them, are authorized to collect samples from all athletes
under the jurisdiction of the Associate Member, in- or
out-of-competition. Athletes of Associate Members are
required and shall be instructed by the Associate
Member to fully comply with any request of the Doping
Control Officers appointed by WADA, NADO’s and/or
IDSF.

3.4.4. IDSF Disciplinary Council

IDO recognises the IDSF Disciplinary Council (IDSF DC) as the
sole arbitration body to solve disputes or disagreements inside
IDO and fully accepts and recognises the IDSF Disciplinary
Council Code “IDSF DC Code” in accordance with article 18 of the
IDSF Statutes. The 2011 IDSF Annual General Meeting will be
asked to accept the necessary changes to the IDSF DC Code
which will enable the election of representatives of IDO to the
IDSF DC.
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3.4.5. IDSF Membership Commission

The IDSF Membership Commission will promote and develop all
DanceSport disciplines included in the future World DanceSport
Federation in countries where IDO’s is still not represented. IDO
and IDSF will agree each year on the IDO’s contribution to the
costs for these activities.

3.4.6. Sport Affairs

Both parties will create and promote a joint Competition Calendar
for major events and festivals.

Both parties agree to organise joint competitions (at least one per
year with a minimum of three different DanceSport disciplines
participating in the World DanceSport Federation).

3.4.7. Communications

IDO undertakes to share the costs for the development of the
new WDSF Website, for print media and marketing and promotion
activities. The sharing of these costs will be mutually agreed.

3.4.8. Athletes Commission

IDO is obliged to elect a representative of their Athletes to be a
member of the IDSF Athletes Commission.

3.4.9. WDSF Academy

IDSF will start with the Academy in 2010 to educate Trainers,
Adjudicators and/or Chairpersons.

IDSF and its Academy structure is prepared to help IDO to
educate its personnel after receiving the correspondent
instruction and assistance. All related costs will be paid by IDO

3.4.10. Declaration of Intent with regard to cooperation in the
exploitation of television and new media rights

The parties intend to cooperate in this area. Related costs have to
be shared by mutual agreement.

3.5. IDSF’s Relationship with IDO

3.5.1. Representative of IDSF

IDSF shall have the right to nominate one (1) representative of
IDSF to attend meetings of the IDO Governing Council and IDO
Annual General Meeting and shall have a voting status only on
those matters affecting IDSF’s sporting activities. IDO shall
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deliver written notice of such meetings to IDSF within a
reasonable time before each such meeting.

3.5.2. No financial obligations of IDSF for IDO activities

Each party will assume its own costs related to all activities unless
agreed otherwise on a case-by-case basis.

3.6. General and Additional

3.6.1. IDSF supreme authority of DanceSport and DanceSport
movement

In accordance with the recognition status awarded by the
International Olympic Committee (IOC), IDSF is the supreme
authority of DanceSport and the DanceSport movement.

3.6.2. Exclusive property of IDSF

The brand “DanceSport” is the exclusive property of IDSF, and
cannot be used by IDO without the written agreement of IDSF.

3.6.3. Cooperation between the National Member Bodies of IDSF
and IDO

IDSF and IDO will invite each of their respective National Member
Bodies to cooperate with the other party’s Member body in the
same country.

However, it is recognised that because of differences at the
national level the integration of DanceSport Disciplines into one
national body unifying all DanceSport Disciplines may take time to
achieve. The parties will work together to achieve this as soon as
possible.

The IDSF Membership Commission will draw up guidelines and
supervise their implementation to promote this cooperation.

3.6.4. Other Membership of IDO in an international Dance (Sport)
organisation and/or other International Sport Organisation

At the international level, IDO agrees not to join another Dance
(Sport) organisation and/or other International Sport Organisation
during the term of its Associate Membership in IDSF, without the
prior written approval of the IDSF per the IDSF General Secre-
tary.
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3.6.5. Change of IDSF Statutes

By June 2011 at the latest the Presidium of IDSF will propose the
IDSF Annual General Meeting to change the name from IDSF to
WDSF and adapt the corresponding IDSF Statutes, Rules and
Regulations.

3.6.6. Effective date of this Agreement

This agreement shall come into force upon execution by the
Presidents of IDO and IDSF, subject to the approval of the
respective Presidia and General Meetings of both parties by
August 31, 2011.

3.6.7. Changes to the Agreement

This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties and
no variation of any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement
may be made unless such variation is agreed in writing and
signed by the parties hereto.

3.6.8. Governing Law

As with matters affecting the Olympic Movement, this agreement
shall be interpreted according to, and governed by, the laws of
Switzerland.

3.6.9. Jurisdiction

Any dispute arising from or related to this Agreement will be
submitted exclusively to the Court of Arbitration for Sport in
Lausanne (CAS), Switzerland, and resolved definitively in
accordance with the Code of sports-related Arbitration.

3.6.10. Former Agreement between IDO and IDSF

All former agreements between IDO and IDSF will be revoked on
signing this agreements. In the event that this agreement is not
approved by the Presidium of IDO or the IDO Annual General
Meeting (see item 3.6.7 of this agreement), then this agreement
and all previous agreements between IDO and IDSF will no longer
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be valid with immediate effect and IDO will forfeit its “Associate
Membership” of IDSF.

1.2. International DanceSport Federation 

a sporting federation with limited liability, organized and subsisting as a 
juridical person under Swiss Law, and with legal seat at Avenue Mon-
Repos 24, Case Postale 6527, CH-1002 Lausanne, Switzerland 
represented by President Carlos Freitag 

hereinafter refferred to as “IDSF” 

 

2. Preamble 

2.1. Recognition of the International Olympic Committee (IOC) 

In September, 1997 IDSF was granted full status by the International 
Olympic Committee (IOC) as the sole organisation recognized 
representing DanceSport throughout the world. 
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2.2. IDSF Membership of International Sports Organisations 

IDSF is a full Member of the following International Sports 
Organisations: 

• SportAccord [previously know as General Association of International

2.3. Definition of the Associate Membership of the IDSF 

This Agreement defines the recognition, governance, rights and roles 
and responsabilities/obligations granted to X.Y.IDO as an Associate 
Member of the IDSF, according to the IDSF Statutes. 

2.4. World DanceSport Federation (WDSF) 

IDSF represents to X.Y.IDO that it intends to become the World 
DanceSport Federation (hereinafter referred to as “WDSF”), with four 
well defined aims:  

• To establish WDSF as the a cohesive force between all stakeholders 
in all sporting activities which involve dance.

The judges will not deduct points when they see someone leave the 

floor but will write a W as a warning and notify the dancer that if they continue that in the next 

round they will he be given a D and disqualified.  In the final round the Chairman of Judges will 

give a W, the marks will be given and a discussion may follow after the marks are in.     

4. How to replace a judge who judged 1st, 2nd …round and then he/she doesn’t show up? Who can 

replace this judge? Chairman of judges or supervisor or…  The Chairman of Judges will select 

replacements and if necessary may do the job themselves.  However, once a judge is replaced 

they must remain in that position throughout the rest of the event.  The Chairman should be 

careful that only one country may be represented in a judging panel.   

5. What can cause immediate disqualification in an IDO competition, what can cause 

disqualification after warning?  

DISQUALIFICATION without warning: 

 

1. using ’’wrong’’ dance style (disco formation dancing in hip hop competition, latino 

formation dancing in jazz dance competition)   This will be solved by using a W. 

2. Any gross infraction of the rules.   

 

In case of anything what is mentioned above, there is no placement at all. 

 

1. dancer (s) leave the dance floor when they dance on organizers (compulsory) music in all 

of three minutes of performances 

2. infraction of the rules after W 

In case of anything what is mentioned above, there dancers will be placed on last place in the 

round they danced.

Section 1. General provisions. 

1 Competitions and programme 

1.1 Official Acrobatic dance and Acrobatic show championships 

Regarding official championships and competitions – please, see corresponding All Russian Dance Organization regulations. 

 
Regarding other competitions and events – please, see All Russian Dance Organization technical regulations as well as provisions of regional divisions. 
 
World and European Championships 
Russian national team for World and European Championship shall include persons who achieved 1st or 2nd place within Russian Championship, Competition or Russian Cup 
1st place. 
 

1.2 Age divisions: 

Baby (little acrobat)  -  4-5 years old 
Baby   - 6-7 
Kids   - 8-11 
Juniors   - 12-15 
Adults   - 16 and over 
Adults 2   - 24 and over 
Senior   - 35 and over 
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Grand-senior  - 60 and over 
 

1. Baby (4-6) 

Prohibited! Supports and pyramids of any degree of complexity as well as C and D groups elements. 
2. Kids 

Supports with compulsory participation of two supporting elements (2 hands, 2 legs, hand and leg) are allowed. 
Pyramids are allowed. Trainer is responsible for safety. Such responsibility shall be officially stated by signature of trainer in the special printed form before 
competition. 
 
3. Juniors 

Supports with compulsory participation of two supporting elements (2 hands, 2 legs, hand and leg) are allowed. 
Pyramids are allowed. 
Different throws of one sportsman by another as well as high unaided pyramids are prohibited. 

 
4. Adults 

Supports, pyramids and throws of a partner with further catching are allowed. 
Information: Pyramid - element of artistic, power and plastic acrobatics. It is a group position when acrobats supporting each other form complex figures. While 
performing a pyramid intended figure shall be fixed for a period of time from 3 to 5 seconds. 
Support – movement executed by physical power of one dancer when feet of another dancer are off the floor. Support is a joint movement when participant using 
jump of his partner raises him in the air. Performing of support doesn’t include fixing of figure. It shall be executed in constant movement. 
 

1.3 Categories 

 
1. Solo, Duo 

Duo dancers shall dance together not in turns. Performance shall include synchronous movements, movements in shadow and mirror positions as well  as equal 
elements. All elements shall be performed correctly without mistakes. Only in that case they will be included in the score. 
2. Small groups (3-7 dancers), Formation (8-24 dancers). 

All rules are the same as in duos. Performance of all elements shall be synchronous and fixed. In case of formation the entire group will be judged: performance may 
include solos but they shall not dominate.  
3. Mini Production, mixed Formation, Production 
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 Mini Production: number of participants – from 3 to 12 dancers of different ages. 
Min. duration of performance act – 3 minutes. 
Max. duration of performance act – 8 minutes. 
 
Mixed formation: 13 – 24 dancers of different ages. 
Min. duration of performance act – 3 minutes. 
Max. duration of performance act – 8 minutes. 
 
Production: 
Number of participants: 25 and over dancers of different ages. Max. number of dancers is not regulated. Still a trainer shall receive evidence that the stage is big 
enough for the group of dancers participating in Production.  
Min. duration of Production including introduction ceremony and final reverence –  4 minutes. 
Max. duration of Production including introduction ceremony and final reverence –  8 minutes. 
Scenery and decorations: 5 minutes before act and 5 minutes after to install and dismantle scenery and decorations. All installation and dismantling works shall be 
carried out by personnel of school, club, or group performing the Production (or mini-Production). Production may include solos or duos but they shall not dominate. 
Supports and pyramids are allowed if they are harmless for dancers.  Trainer is responsible for safety. Such responsibility shall be officially stated by signature of trainer 
in the special printed form before competition. 
 
Any music style can be used if content is not insulting for audience. Music with explicit or insulting content is prohibited.

1.4.1 Chronometer shall be switched on with the first move of the participant or participants and switched off when the last participant stops moving.  

1.4.2 In case of time excess music shall be mixed. 

Violation of the performance act duration requirements leads to disqualification. 

1.5 Requirements to music 

Acrobatic dance and acrobatic show programme is accompanied by unconditioned music as per participants selection depending on the programme style. One programme 
may contain different music styles harmonically mixed with each other. Live music is forbidden. 

1.6 Acrobatic dance requirements 

Acrobatic dance include two nominations: 

 Acrobatic dance 

 Acrobatic show 

Acrobatic dance include elements of 4 groups of complexity: A, B, C, D 
A – the easiest elements 
D – the most complicated elements 
Please, see Table 1 (Acrobatic dance elements groups of complexity). 
 
All competitors can compete in groups A and B. 
Group A: Dancers performing group A and B elements. 
Execution of group C and D elements is not allowed. 
Group B: Dancers performing elements of all groups of complexity (A, B, C, D). 
 
Acrobatic dance shall include:  

1) Acrobatic elements included in the Table 1 (Acrobatic dance elements groups of complexity); 

 Static elements – not less than 2; 

 Gymnastic jumps - not less than 2; 

 Hand support elements - not less than 1; 

 Gymnastic turns - not less than 2; 

 Rolls - not less than 1; 

 Walkovers and saltos - not less than 2; 

2) It is allowed to use combinations with a flight phase:

 Kids – not more than 1 combination; 

 Junior and Adults -  not more than 2 combinations; 

 Baby – all combinations with a flight phase are forbidden. 

3) Acrobatic dance shall also include two or more dancing combinations 4 bar-lines each (16 counts) without acrobatic elements on the floor and elements with 

transition though vertical axis – walkovers, cartwheels, hand supports etc. 

 

1.6.1 It is prohibited:  

 To form programme on the basic aerobic and sport rock’n’roll elements. 

 To use cadences     

 
For reasons of safety it is forbidden: 

 To perform supports higher than participants’ height as well as different throws from hands of other participants; 

 To fall on the knees, stomach and back from the jumping position; 

 To begin an acrobatic walkover within flight phase; 

 To perform any acrobatic element more than three times (variations are allowed i.e. performance of different forms of the element. For example: cartwheel, 

one hand cartwheel, cartwheel with transition to the floor, elbow cartwheel etc).  

 To perform headstand (head balance). 

 

1.6.2 Onstage dress requirements and participants appearance 

 

 Dress shall be tight-fitted in order to provide safety performance of acrobatic elements. It also shall be proper and non-transparent; leg cutout shall not be higher 

than inguinal fold (at least). 

 Undergarment and lingerie shall not be visible; 

 
It is allowed to wear: 

 Long (ankle-deep) tights (on or under dress) 

 Dress stressing image but not putting obstacles to the acrobatic elements performance 

 Sportsmen shall be in soft sole footwear or barefooted. It is not allowed to wear hard sole footwear as well as heels and platforms; 
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 Dress regulations mentioned above shall be supervised by Technical Commissar. If there is no Technical Commissar it shall be supervised by Chief Judge on the 

stage. 

 For reasons of safety it is forbidden to wear decorative elements including earrings, piercing in nose, tongue, navel, face skin. Eye-glasses, hearing devices as well as 

decorations made of transparent plastic, bracelets, necklaces, and pins are also forbidden. All decorations shall be taken off. (Exception: stresses on the dress and 

temporary tattoos). 

 All accessories, for example hair accessories shall be tight, and, if possible, soft and flat. Long hair shall be brushed flatly and taken away from face. It is not allowed 

to perform acrobatic dance with unfastened hair if it is lower than shoulders. 

 
If the Competition provisions contain no dress specifications the following regulations shall be complied with: 
Dress shall cover all intimate zones such as: breast, breech, pubis zone. Mentioned zones shall be covered with non-transparent material of any color excluding tan or 
skin color. If a transparent material is used it shall be combined with non-transparent one. 
It is forbidden: 

 To demonstrate breech; 

 To wear transparent undergarment and lingerie made of tissue (as a costume or costume element); 

 To wear bikini (upper and bottom part) in the Kids category; 

 To wear shortened Bikini (upper and bottom part) in all categories; 

 To demonstrate breast; 

 To wear pants which color is skin-like;   

 
The following materials are not allowed for kids dressing: 

- Leather and leather-like materials (latex, artificial leather); 

- Net or transparent materials 

 
- Make-up and dress shall correspond to the age, sex and dance category and shall not be unpleasant for audience. All age divisions are subject to this requirement. 

 
- Jewelry and symbols – artistic use of religious and political symbols shall be of true taste, correspond to the topic of the performance act and presented 

choreography and shall not be insulting for audience. 

 
- It is not allowed to wear personal jewelry if it is not included in the onstage dress. 

 
- Dress and appearance of dancer shall correspond with esthetic norms. General image shall be of true taste and shall not lead to the indignation of audience. 
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1.7 Requirements to acrobatic show 

 
Acrobatic show acts are judged in accordance with 4D system. 

1. Requirements to composition in acrobatic show: 

 Each composition within acrobatic show shall have title; 

 Composition may include all existing dance styles or techniques (for example: modern, jazz, step, historically everyday dance, folk, American and international 

styles of ballroom and Latin dances), but they shall not prevail. They may be implemented as a combination of two or more movements. It is allowed to use 

several different dance styles in one composition. It is also allowed to use theatrical elements; 

 Basic aerobic elements as well as rock’n’roll are forbidden; 

 Acrobatic show shall have story: development of idea, finalized plot and general line; 

 Story, topic or idea shall comply with age category of dancers, be absolutely clear for audience and expressed by dancing moves and acrobatic elements; 

  Maximum usage of the stage, correct combination of dance variations with acrobatic elements, dynamics and dance pattern shall be judged. 

 
2. Requirements to technique in acrobatic show: 

 Each combination of the acrobatic show shall include at least 10 different acrobatic elements stated in the Table 1 mentioned above. Elements shall not be 

monotonous. Composition shall include static elements, gymnastic jumps, rolls, hand supports, walkovers and saltos. 

 
- It is allowed to use combinations with a flight phase: 

 Kids – not more than 1 combination; 

 Junior and Adults -  not more than 2 combinations; 

 Baby – all combinations with a flight phase are forbidden. 

 
 

- Requirements to the acrobatic elements performance are the same as in regard to acrobatic dance. 

- Supports and pyramids are allowed as per present Regulations on acrobatic dance and acrobatic show. Supports and pyramids are not allowed in Baby category. 

 
3. Acrobatic show image requirements. Judgment criteria: 

- Appearance, artistic make-up and hairstyle according age category; 

- Compliance of dress to the dance idea and selected movements; 
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- Expressivity, artistic skills; 

- Contact with audience; 

- Vigor of the performance act; 

- Charisma, confidence; 

- Presentation 

 
4. Show. Judgment criteria: 

- Visual and audience appeal; 

- Concept, story, topic and idea originality and creativity; 

- Appropriateness of appearance, scenery and visual effects; 

- Originality and visual appeal of the acrobatic elements, supports, pyramids and jumps is a plus; 

- Original style of the selected dance style; 

- Work with an item (band, ball, skipping rope, hat, walking stick, umbrella etc.) 

 
5. Requirements to the onstage scenery and accessories 

- Onstage scenery and accessories are allowed as per IDO Regulations. Dancer may not use heavy-weight scenery and accessories; 

- For reasons of safety it is forbidden to use tables, chairs, stabbing and cutting items as well as other items potentially danger for dancers; 

- It is forbidden to use fluids, soap bubbles, confetti, loose materials and other materials littering the dance floor. 

 
6. Requirements to dress: 

It  is allowed to use costumes in accordance with requirements to the acrobatic dance dress as well as different variations of dress: (For example: long skirts, wide pants, 
hats, fans etc). The only limitation – safety reasons. Clarification: if a costume doesn’t put obstacles to safe acrobatic and dancing combinations performance – it can be 
used within acrobatic show. Trainer or collective manager is responsible for costumes safety. 
 

7.  Requirements to music: 

- Music shall comply with a programme style. It is acceptable to use music of different styles in case they are harmonically mixed with each other. 

- Music shall not include doubtful texting and sounds which can lead to the audience indignation. 

 
8. Adjudicators judge musicality, variety of acrobatic elements and dance itself, originality of choreography. Harmony of concept, music, choreography and acrobatic 

elements shall be kept. 
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2. Requirements to dance floor covering. 
 Dimensions of dance floor. 
Stage shall have the following dimensions: 
For solos, duos and couples – 8x8 m minimum; 
For groups and formations – 12x14 m minimum 
Quality: dance floor shall be of the finest quality with special (Non-Slip floor) covering. It is acceptable to use acrobatic mattes. In that case it is essential to provide quick 
installation and dismantling of the mentioned mattes. 
 
3. Dance floor lighting 
Lighting shall cover the entire dance floor. Lighting parameters shall not be changed during the event. 
If video or tele filming is being carried out all lighting shall be installed in accordance with requests of the camera crew. All cabling, lighting fixtures, acoustic devices etc. 
shall be located taking into consideration dancers’ needs and safety. Installation of equipment shall be carried out in accordance with safety regulations of the exact 
location, city, country where the event takes place. 
Use of light effects during performance acts is prohibited. 
 
4. Items and scenery (only for acrobatic show) 
Use of any items or partial taking off of the costume components is acceptable only in acrobatic show. 
Any costume component intentionally taken off and used for visual effect is considered as accessory. 
Use of any item is acceptable only in acrobatic show. 
All items and accessories shall be harmless to participants, judges and audience. 
Compulsory requirement: Scenery and decorations shall be installed and dismantled within 15 seconds. This requirement is related to solos, duos and small groups. 
In case of Formation teams are provided with 45 seconds for such actions. 
Time is fixed when the first part of decorations touches stage (installation) as well as when the last part of decorations is removed from the stage (dismantling). 
Note: Heavy-weight scenery and decorations are not allowed in any dance, category style or IDO event. 
It is strongly forbidden to use fire or items littering stage.    
It is forbidden to use fluids, soap bubbles, confetti, loose materials and other materials which can damage a dance floor or make it dangerous for dancers of all categories. It 
is also prohibited to use working weapons. 
 
5.The following items lead to disqualification: 

 Duration of composition which doesn’t correspond to the Regulations; 

 Entry of the participant (participants) to the stage which doesn’t correspond to the Regulations (too early or too late); 

 Non-compliance with requirements to music; 

 Costumes, accessories (in case of acrobatic show), footwear, appearance which doesn’t correspond to the Regulations; 

 Logo or advertisement which doesn’t correspond to the official norms; 
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 No participant shall use the same composition in different IDO disciplines. For example: the same composition cannot be presented in the acrobatic dance 

nomination, dance show and Jazz as well as composition performed in the Modern nomination cannot be performed in the Ballet nomination, acrobatic dance and 

acrobatic show too. 

 Performance of the same composition in different nominations (for example: the same composition in solo, duo, small group and formation); 

 Execution of dangerous and/or prohibited elements; 

 Execution of elements not complying with age category 

 
6. Participants insurance 

  Each participant shall have valid accident insurance. Insurance shall be valid for the period of the competition or for a period of one year. Event organizers invite 

insurance company representatives to the event. Participants shall acquire insurance before event. 

 
7. Medical permit 
Each participant shall have a medical permit to take part in the competition. 
 
8. Warm-up regulations 
Organizer shall provide all participants with warm-up on the reserve stage. It is required to provide there the same floor covering as on the main stage. 
Warm-up on the main stage can be organized only before start of the competition. 
If the floor covering of the main stage differs from one on the reserve stage dancers shall be provided with an additional time to check a floor covering on the main stage. 
 
9.Participants discipline 

2.1 Participants shall appear on the competition spot only after call from judge-informant; 

2.2 Judge-informant calls participant (participants) three times. If participant (participants) doesn’t appear it leads to disqualification; 

2.3 Participants are not allowed to speak with each other during performance act. 

2.4 It is prohibited to prepare for the performance act (warm-up) in the performance area.  Stage to be considered as the performance area.  

 
10. Organizer responsibility 
Responsibility of organizer is to provide normal, convenient stage in accordance with IDO Regulations. All participants shall be provided with equal conditions. 
Responsibility of school, club, group or independent community – to bring all necessary items, special effects and workers for correct and safe installation of decorations 
and scenery. Moreover their responsibility is to approve with Organizer that all special effects are allowed to use in the exact premise. 
 
11. Identity cards verification 

- Chief Judge and event Organizer have a right to initiate mandatory verification at anytime during the competition. 
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- Selection verifications shall be carried out during all IDO events; 

- All selected competitors have to demonstrate their IDO license with passport, official national identity card or birth certificate (for CIS citizens) on demand. 

- Formation team participants shall demonstrate passport and official national identity card. Moreover they may be requested to present school or club license. 

- Participants shall be provided with enough time to present required documents. Refusal to present documents may lead to disqualification. 

 
Section 2. ARDO and IDO events participants Rules of Conduct 
ETHICS, CONDUCT AND RULES FOR IDO COMPETITORS 
 See the: INTERNATIONAL DANCE ORGANIZATION (I.D.O.) DANCE SPORT RULES& 
REGULATIONS 
 
Extract from the IDO rules:  
 
A: COMPETING IN EVENTS NOT SANCTIONED OR RECOGNIZED BY IDO 
Competitors holding an IDO license are not permitted to compete in any competition featuring any discipline that is 
Administrated under IDO jurisdiction that is advertised as a World or Continental Championship, unless that event is 
Fully recognized and sanctioned by the IDO. IDO-licensed competitors who enter such non-recognized / non-sanctioned 
Events may jeopardize their IDO license. 
A1: ETHICAL BEHAVIOR 
Competitors will always act in a dignified manner with good sportsman-like behavior. 
Competitors will treat other competitors in the manner in which they would like to be treated. 
All competitors must be good losers as well as being good winners. 
Acts of violence and intimidation against Organizers, Adjudicators or competitors will not be tolerated on or off the 
Premises at any time during the event. 
B: CONDUCT BACKSTAGE, ON, OR AROUND THE STAGE 
Competitors must: 
Be punctual and well behaved while backstage. 
Be friendly with their fellow competitors and never be a distraction to a fellow competitor’s performance. 
Be quiet and refrain from stretching or rehearsing while waiting their turn to compete. 
Do their best to keep the dressing rooms, toilets and backstage area clean, and must discard rubbish in proper receptacles 
 
RULES GOVERNING COMPETITIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS 
CONDUCT WHILE OBSERVING IN THE AUDIENCE 
Competitors must: 
Treat other competitors and nations with respect, and should refrain from making unnecessary noise or unnecessary 
Movement during a performance.

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Competitors and their fans should refrain from loud noises such as compressed air horns, which can be annoying to the 
Judges, audience and the competitors. However, cheering creates a good atmosphere and provides encouragement for 
Fellow competitors. 
Be aware that they may be disqualified if they are responsible for throwing any object onto the stage or interfering with 
Another competitor’s performance in any way. 
D: CONDUCT WHILE OFF THE COMPETITION PREMISES 
Competitors will always act in a dignified manner while attending any IDO event, both on the competition premises and 
While in a hotel, restaurant or other facility. Gross misbehavior could result in disqualification from the competition. 
Any act of violence or aggression against fellow competitors or anyone else may result in immediate disqualification and 
Future suspension from IDO competitions. 
Any violations of the local law may result in immediate disqualification and suspension from future IDO competitions. 
E: BEING A GOOD SPORT AND DANCE AMBASSADOR 
Each competitor should always act in a friendly manner toward their fellow competitors, and should be a good sportsman 
At all times. Everyone should work together to make each IDO Event a very memorable occasion with all of the dancers 
Getting along in a friendly manner. 
 
F: PROVIDING THE AUDIENCE WITH A POSITIVE IMAGE OF DANCE 
 
Performing dancers should make every effort to provide a proper and positive image of dance to the audience. 
Guidelines to follow are: 
Music: The music should always be age appropriate. Lyrics should not contain inappropriate words, especially in 
The Children’s and Junior age divisions. 
Theme and Choreography: The theme of the piece and choreography should be age appropriate and must not 
Contain vulgar or suggestive movements that are not age appropriate. 
Costume: The dancer’s costume should also be age appropriate and not suggestive in nature. The costume must 
Always be in good taste. 
Unless otherwise stated the rules below govern the use of costumes for female dancers. 
Costumes must cover the intimate parts of the dancer’s body. Intimacy areas include bust, buttocks and pubic areas. These 
Areas must be covered by non-transparent material of any color except tan or flesh colored. When transparent material is 
Used it must be lined with non-transparent material. 
The following are not permitted: 
• Exposing the buttock (area from the crease between the leg and buttocks up to the hip line across the body) 
• Thongs (as costume or application on costume) 
• Bikini top and bottom in the children’s division. 
• Abbreviated bikini tops and bottoms in all age divisions 
• Exposing the breasts 
• Flesh colored panties 
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The following materials are not appropriate for children 
• Leather or leather looks alike (latex, artificial leather) 
• Nets or see through 
Make-up and costume have to respect the age, gender and the dance discipline in which the dancers are competing and must 
Not be offensive to the public or other competitors. This applies to all age divisions. 
RULES GOVERNING COMPETITIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS 
Jewelry and Symbols – The use of religious or political symbols as decoration must be in good taste and not offensive to the 
Audience, and must fit the theme and choreography being presented. Personal jewelry should not be worn unless it is part of 
The costume. 
Age Appropriate – All dancers, in all age divisions should be using material that is age appropriate, including overly sexual 
Inviting moves, morbid themes, brutal fighting, etc. Music must also be appropriate for the age division. Explicit sexual 
Words or guttural sounds are not permitted. All dancers must be very aware of the lyrics in the music. 
Rulings by the Chairman: If a Chairman finds inappropriate costuming, grooming, music, gestures or otherwise offensive 
Behavior by the dancer they may give a warning to correct the situation and subsequently penalize or disqualify the dancer/s 
If the Supervisor and Organizer agree. (AGM 2008) 
Total Image: The total image that a dancer creates should be within the limits of good taste and not be offensive to 
Anyone in the audience. 
Note: Inappropriate music, theme, choreography, costume or total image may result in point loss, and gross misuse 
or abuse in these areas may result in disqualification 
IDO CODE OF ETHICS AND CONDUCT FOR TEACHERS, COACHES AND CHOREOGRAPHERS 
1. All Teachers, Trainers, Coaches and Choreographers, hereinafter called Educators, will conduct themselves in a 
professional manner at all times when attending an IDO event. They must always act dignified, and must display 
good sportsmanlike behavior. 
2. Educators must always respect their fellow Educators, and will refrain from making derogatory or inflammatory 
statements against both fellow Educators and Competitors. 
3. An Educator has the right to question the result of any event, but this must be done in private with the Organizer, 
Supervisor or Chairman of Judges. Once a decision has been reached, the Educator must accept that decision 
without fuss. Any further inquiries about such decision must be submitted, in writing, to the Disciplinary 
Committee for review. 
4. Educators may not, under any circumstance, bribe, threaten, harass or otherwise intimidate an Organizer or IDO 
official. Doing so may result in immediate expulsion from the event and possible further penalty from the 
Disciplinary Committee. 
5. Educators must never approach a judge directly with questions on how or why they marked in the manner they did, 
Nor may they ask what criteria an adjudicator uses in evaluating competitors. 
6. Choreographers and dancers who use material, choreography or routines created by other IDO competitors, if found 
Guilty, by viewing tapes, will be prosecuted to the full extent of the Disciplinary Committee and are subject to 
Losing the right to participate in IDO events for life. 
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7. It is illegal to copy or to make Video tapes of IDO events and to sell them without explicit written permission from 
The Organizer and the IDO. Any infringement of this rule may result in legal prosecution, including member 
Federations or individuals. 
8. When a competition is held on a non-raised surface (sports hall), only their coach may sit on the floor in front of the 
Dancers. Coaching, directing or otherwise motivating dancers by their coaches or assistants during a performance is 
Strictly prohibited and may result in the disqualification of the dancers. This rule applies to all IDO disciplines. 
(AGM 2008) 
DUTIES OF AN EDUCATOR 
1. Educators must make sure that all competitors competing in IDO events have read, and are fully aware of, the Code of 
Conduct for competitors contained within this IDO rulebook. 
2. Educators must ensure that their dancers are well behaved both at the competition site and at other establishments, such 
as the hotel and restaurants. 
3. Educators must ensure that their dancers are respectful to other competitors and that they do not distract fellow 
Performers by warming up in the wings or in the auditorium or hall where the competition is taking place. 
4. Educators must ensure that their dancers are ready to perform at the appointed time. 
5. Educators must ensure that their dancers remain in or around the competition site until the next round is posted and 
there is no chance of a re-dance 
6. Educators of final-round competitors must ensure that their dancers are present for the awards ceremony, and that 
They accept their placement graciously and in a dignified manner. 
 
SECTION TWO: RULES GOVERNING COMPETITIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS 
 
7. Educators should be aware of the time schedule and have their dancers ready to perform at least one (1) hour before 
the scheduled time. 
8. Educators must do their best to ensure that their dancers keep the dressing rooms, toilets and backstage area clean, 
and that rubbish is discarded in the proper receptacles. 
GIVING THE AUDIENCE A POSITIVE IMAGE OF DANCE 
1. Educators should be aware of and adhere to the following guidelines set forth in the Competitors Code of Conduct 
and Ethics as printed in this rulebook. 
2. Music should always be age-appropriate and the lyrics should not contain inappropriate words, especially in the 
Children's and Junior categories. 
3. The theme and choreography of the piece should be age appropriate and must not contain vulgar or suggestive 
movements that are not age appropriate. 
4. Costumes should be age-appropriate and not suggestive in nature, and costumes should always be in good taste. 
5. The total image that a dancer creates should be within the limits of good taste and not be offensive to anyone in 
the audience. 
6. Inappropriate music, theme, choreography, costume or total image may result in point loss, and gross 
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inappropriateness in any of these areas may result in disqualification. 
Section 3. Adjudicators and judging 

3.1 Rights and obligations of the Chief Judge: 

3.1.1 Chief Judge shall carry out briefing for judges before each competition. It shall be carried out not later than 40 minutes before the beginning of the competition. 

3.1.2 Chief Judge has a right to substitute judge who is late or absent during the briefing. Such judge can be substituted with judge-apprentice with judge category 3-

4.    Chief Judge also has a right to substitute judge who feels bad or behave unethically. 

3.1.3 Chief Judge has a right to disqualify participants conducted unethical action as well as participants whose age, dress, group of complexity doesn’t comply with 

Regulations and programme of the competition. In case Regulations violation   Chief Judge is obliged to: make a remark, warning and in case of repeated 

occasions of violations – to disqualify. 

3.1.4 Chief Judge shall approve all record sheets after the end of final (to revise and sign record sheets).

3.2  Extract from the IDO rules:  

 
CODE OF CONDUCT, ETHICS , RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF ADJUDICATORS AND CHAIRPERSONS 
A: RIGHTS 
In addition to any rights previously specified, the rights of Adjudicators are: 
To adjudicate dance competitions according to his or her license without interference, hindrance or harassment 
of any kind. 
To receive compensation for services rendered. 
To take part in IDO license seminars and other educational activities for a nominal fee. 
To be reimbursed for expenses incurred while performing duties for IDO in accordance with the standards set 
under the COMPETITION RULES FOR ORGANIZERS, SUPERVISORS AND SCRUTINEERS. 
Note: Judges do not have the right to deduct points from a competitor's score in the event of a possible breach 
of the rules. The Judge may indicate that a possible breach has occurred by placing the letter 'W' (warning) or 
'D' (disqualification) in the appropriate place on the marking sheets as outlined under SECTION 5 / VII: 
DISQUALIFICATION. 
B: DUTIES 
In addition to any duties previously specified, the duties of Adjudicators are: 
a. To present a valid IDO LICENSE and COMPETITION BOOK to the Organizer. 
b. To adjudicate dance competitions in accordance with the Official IDO Rules, Statutes and Regulations, and 
to strive to elevate the continued growth and development of dance sport. 
c. After accepting a judging position, a judge must notify the Organizer immediately upon finding that he or 
she will be unable to fulfill this obligation. 
d. To be fully aware of all judging procedures, rules, regulations and the 3-D/4-D system of judging, along 
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with the alternate method of X-ing the contestants that they would like returned to the next round. 
e. Attending the judges' seminar and / or meeting conducted by the Chairman of Judges prior to the Event. In 
the event of proven force majeure, an adjudicator, unable to attend the official judges’ seminar will be able 
to adjudicate the competition if they have been assigned to that position 
f. Refer any and all problems encountered while judging to the Chairman of Judges or the Chairman's 
designated representative(s). 
g. When asked to judge on the floor or stage, each judge must circulate the entire dance area and not 
congregate in one specific place, always passing behind other judges to avoid obscuring anyone's vision. 
h. All judges must either speak English or have an English-speaking interpreter with them at all times while 
judging. 
i. To decline judging nominations if he or she is not qualified to judge the dance disciplines offered at the 
IDO Event in question. 
j. An Adjudicator must excuse himself / herself from the adjudicating panel on any occasion when a member 
of his / her immediate family or household will be dancing in the competition. Immediate Family is 
defined as first cousin or above. 
k. Under no circumstance is it acceptable to be intoxicated while serving on a judging panel. All such 
offenders will be immediately withdrawn from the judging panel. A report of the incident will be 
immediately forwarded to the Disciplinary Committee for investigation. 
l. To refrain from smoking or chewing gum, etc., when visible by the public, and should always act in a 
manner representative of an IDO official. 
m. Adjudicators/Educators will not judge any dancers from their own club or school, or from the club or 
school in which they teach on a regular basis. Adjudicators/Educators are not permitted to judge any 
dancers they have choreographed for or personally taught, trained or coached during the six (6) months 
preceding a competition. Judges so involved must ask to be removed from the judging panels concerned by 

informing the Chairman of Judges before or during the Judges Seminar. This does not apply to 
Adjudicators/Educators who teach master classes on occasion, nor to the dancers who participate in such 
classes. Further, this rule only applies to disciplines and categories where the competitors' own music is 
used in the first round. 
n. All officials and judges may not serve at a competition that is defined to be in conflict with an IDO events. 
o. Judges, who judge a category in a discipline in an IDO Performing Arts Championship, are not allowed to 
judge that same discipline and category in the same year at another championship event. This does not 
include National Championships 
p. Official Judges must be able to judge at least 75% of the competition or they will not be allowed to judge. 
2 or more judges may share the duties of an official judge, but must be able collectively to judge at least 
75% of the competition. In the case whereby they cannot judge 75% of the time they will lose their status 
as an official judge (AGM 2008) 
q. All official judging countries must send the names of their nominated judges to the Chairman of the 
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Adjudication Committee for verification. License and credentials will be checked and upon acceptance 
will be sent to the organizer and chairman of judges of the competition. (AGM 2008) 
r. After being named and accepted as a voluntary judge, if said judge does not show up at a competition 
without reason or just cause, they will lose their license (this is the same as an official judge) When a 
voluntary judge makes their application, they must state what dates and categories they are able or not able 
to judge. Voluntary judges are accepted on a first come first serve basis (AGM 2008) 
s. When an official IDO judge does not meet the requirement of taking an IDO seminar every three years, 
they may take an international seminar, which will be sanctioned by their National Federation, in their own 
country, providing the IDO Adjudication Committee approve the format of the seminar. In the case the 
National Federation does not hold an international seminar, the adjudicator must then attend the IDO 
judge’s seminar, which is organized before every IDO competition (AGM 2008) 
Format for judge’s seminar: (passed - AGM 2008; valid from 1st January 2009) 
A. Before a competition there will be a meeting of the judges to inform them about schedule, judging seats, 
necessary points, meals, transportation, etc. 
B. Prior to the above meeting, there would be a three part seminar including 
• New Rules 
• Specific subject designated by lecturer 
Followed by open discussion 
 
CONDUCT WHILE JUDGING 
JUDGES MUST: 
1. Make decisions in a fair and impartial manner based on the competitors' merit, with no national or other interest or 
favoritism being shown. 
2. Conduct themselves in a professional and ethical manner at all times before, during and after the Event, and must 
never make derogatory statements against fellow judges, the Organizer, coaches, trainers, competitors or others. 
3. Be aware that disrespectful remarks or gestures toward anyone while actively serving as an adjudicator will result in 
immediate withdrawal from the adjudication panel. 
4. Not confer with anyone regarding their score, and always sit apart from each other and the spectators. However, 
judges may sit with their own personal interpreter. 
5. Not discuss their marks, marking system or opinions before, during or after the Event, only making their personal 
opinions known after they have left the competition or at IDO seminars and meetings. 
6. Dress in a professional manner at all times when serving in an official capacity. 
7. Not drink any alcoholic beverages or consume any restricted drugs while serving on the judging panel or while 
visible to the general public during the Event. 
8. Not signal competitors in any manner during their performances. 
9. Not contact competitors, trainers, coaches or others via electronic devices at any time while actively serving as an 
adjudicator. 
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10. Turn off mobile or cellular phones while judging or while sitting at the judges' table. Earphone attachments may not 
be worn while actively adjudicating and mobile or cellular phones on a judge's person must be concealed from view. 
11. Not videotape, audiotape, or photograph any competitive performances. 
E: JUDGING PROCEDURES 
1. All judging forms must be marked clearly in ink. 
2. All corrections will be scratched out, with the judges intentions clearly marked. 
3. All corrections must be ratified with the judge's initials at the bottom of the form. 
4. Judges should always double-check the required number of crosses (X's) before handing in scoring sheets. 
Section Six: GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR ADJUDICATORS AND JUDGING

5. In the final round, two sets of judging sheets must be filled out, one for the Scrutineer and one for use by the 
adjudicator as a guide in holding up the correct placement 
. 
 3.3 Judging panel 

Judging panel in acrobatic dance and acrobatic show is appointed according to the competition ranking. The exact composition of the judging panels judging acrobatic 
dance and acrobatic show competitions is approved by ARDO from among certified persons, invited VIP guests and foreign specialists.  
Please, see more detailed information in the ARDO Technical Regulations and ARDO Juridical Committee Provisions. 

3.4Judges uniform 
All judges shall be dressed as follows: 
Men – grey or black suit, white shirt (can be discussed upon appointment for the exact competition). Women – grey or black jacket, black skirt (pants), white blouse. 
Organizer shall be prepared to provide judges with ties (for men) and scarves or headscarves (for women) It is allowed to use a competition logo on judge accessories 
(ties, scarves and headscarves). 
 
 

3.5Judging Regulations 
3.5.1 Judging shall be carried out by one judges panel (not less than 5 persons) according to the 3D system (4D in case of acrobatic show). 
3.5.2 Acrobatic dance judging: 

 Judging to be carried out as per IDO and RDO general Regulations in the qualifying round (crosses and marks system (3D)). Please, see judging criteria in the 

acrobatic dance requirements section. 

 Mark for complexity and acrobatic and dance combinations performance technique (technical mark) shall be added in the final. Technical judgment is performed by 

technical commissars (2 or 3 judges from the judges panel). Technical mark is a basis for final judging in the final. 

 Technical mark – 12 points max. 

o Static elements (not less than 2) – 2.0 points; 

o Gymnastic jumps (not less than 2) – 2.0 points; 

o Hand supports (not less than 1) – 1.0 point; 
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o Gymnastic turns (not less than 2) – 2.0 points; 

o Rolls (not less than 1) - 1.0 point; 

o Walkovers and saltos (not less than 2) – 2.0 points; 

o Dance combinations (not less than 2, 16 counts each) - 2.0 points 

 
One compulsory programme element or one dance combination – 1.0 point 
 

 Technical commissars are obliged to supervise performance of minimum number of elements included in the Table 1 required as well as their correct execution. 

 If an element is not performed at all or performed with serious mistake Judge deducts its’ cost from the final mark for acrobatic and dance combinations 

performance technique. 

 Each dance combination duration shall be not less than 16 counts. Moreover such combination shall comply with music and topic of composition. In case of non-

performance of one composition 1.0 point to be deducted. Correspondingly in case of non-performance of two compositions 2.0 points to be deducted. 

 0.5 points shall be added to the final mark for correct execution of elements of higher complexity (not to the prejudice of dance composition performance) as well 

as for execution of original elements (submitted as an application for consideration and approval by Judges panel in beforehand). Technical commissar is allowed to 

give two such additions to the technical mark (not more than 1.0 points in total). 

 All elements shall be performed correctly without mistakes. Element shall be accepted only in that case. 

Distribution of points is as follows: 
Acrobatic dance: 
Technique = 10 point; composition = 10 points; Image = 10 points. Minimum mark = 3 points; Maximum mark = 30 points. Technical mark (in final) = 12 points maximum. 
Taking in account possible additions = 13 points. Total mark in final = 42 point (without possible additions). Final positions depend on points achieved. Those who achieve 
more points take the first place.  Those who achieve less points take the last place. 
  Acrobatic show: 
Technique = 10 point; composition = 10 points; Image = 10 points; Visual appeal = 10 points. Minimum mark = 4 points; Maximum mark = 40 points. 
In the end of each qualifying round or semi-final each Judge shall count all points received by  participant and then put necessary number of crosses to participants who 
received the largest value of points. 
Each judge goes through this procedure independently from all other judges. As the record sheets are collected from judges and revised the listing of participants with their 
positions shall be prepared. 
Acrobatic elements and dance combinations technique criteria is added to the record sheets in the final round in order to determine the final result and distribute final 
positions in regard to acrobatic dance. Judgment of the acrobatic elements and dance combinations performance technique is a basis for the final record sheets summary. 
 Extract from the IDO rules : 
A:WHEN AND WHERE THE 3-D AND 4-D SCORING SYSTEM IS USED 
The new Three Dimensional Scoring System (the 3-D Scoring System) is now used at all IDO Competitions and Events. 
Judges are required to use the 3-D system for all disciplines, categories, styles and age divisions in which the competitors 
supply their own music. Judges may voluntarily use the 3-D system if IDO compulsory music is required, or when the 
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Organizer’s music is used. The 4 – D system is used in all show categories including Show Dance, Street Dance Show, 
Productions and Belly Dance (when own music is used}  
THE DIMENSIONS 
Each area or ‘dimension’ of a dance performance contains similar components, all of which are evaluated at the same 
time during each performance. These dimensions have been given the following designations: 
T = TECHNIQUE; C = COMPOSITION; I = IMAGE S = SHOW VALUE 
D:WHAT IS EVALUATED IN EACH DIMENSION 
TECHNIQUE 
Accurate performance of the fundamental techniques for the discipline and style being evaluated. Displaying the 
authentic style or nature of the dance. The difficulty level of the figures used in the performance. Accuracy in 
usage of basic and advanced rhythms. Floor craft and (where applicable) connections with fellow performers. 
Synchronization with the music and (where applicable) fellow performers. The dancers’ ability in performing these 
aspects is of great importance, and competitors are advised to choose movements, rhythms and dances that they are 
well suited to perform at competitive levels. 
COMPOSITION 
This involves an evaluation of the movements, figures, variations, rhythms, and (where applicable) the patterns, 
lines and circles that are used in composing each routine. Variability and originality in using each component, the 
use of vertical and horizontal space, and usage of dance floor area are also evaluated in this dimension. 
IMAGE 
Physical and emotional expression, presentation, communication with the audience, performance energy level, and 
the power of the performance to affect observers are all highly important to the Image Dimension. Other important 
aspects of Image include props, costume, make up, grooming, and overall harmony of idea in the routine when 
compared to the music, movements, costume, and other intrinsic elements chosen for the performed dance. 
NOTE: In Show Dance, as well as in PRODUCTIONS , Street Dance Show and Belly Dance (when own 
music is used) a fourth dimension, SHOW VALUE, is used. 
SHOW VALUE (Used in Show Dance competitions, Productions & Street Dance Show, …) 
The following criteria should be used in determining your score for the SHOW VALUE of the piece being presented. 
Entertainment or audience appeal, originality and creativity of the concept, story idea or theme. Appropriateness of the 
costume as it relates to the concept along with creative costume changes, story, idea or theme. Inventive and creative visual 
effects using props and creative designs. Acrobatic movements, lifts and spectacular jumps and other special effects are 
encouraged. The piece should adhere to its concept throughout and there should be harmony between the concept, music, 
choreography and movement. The piece should be age appropriate for all dancers included in the piece and never be visually 
or audibly offensive to the audience. The adjudicator must take all of the above into consideration when reaching the 
evaluation for SHOW VALUE. The adjudicator must not include DANCE VALUE in this mark and pieces that are pure 
“jazz dance” should be evaluated on a lower scale. The point value for Show Dance will be as follows. Technique = 10 
points, Composition = 10 points, Image = 10 points, Show Value = 10 points. The lowest possible score is 4 and the highest 
possible score is 40. 
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THE FOLLOWING GENERIC CRITERIA MAY BE USED IN JUDGING ALL DANCE DISCIPLINES 
WHEN USING EITHER THE 3-D OR 4-D SYSTEMS.

deposit of 1500 Russian Rubles. 

- Chief Judge shall provide reply to the Notice of opposition in written form. In case of groundless protest, deposit mentioned above shall be kept by the competition

Aims, tasks and goals of IDO Technical Department are: 

- taking care of updated definition  of each  IDO dance discipline rules  and 
whole document  IDO Dance Sport Rules and Regulations  

- responsibility for building up a system of IDO dance disciplines and 
keeping it effective  

- taking care of inserting all actual dance discipline rule changes (due to 
proposals of specialists from technical committees ) 

- inserting new disciplines into the system and monitoring all IDO disciplines 
(whether they are „alive” and perspective or not ) 

- help to form special technical subcommittees (according to system of IDO 
dance disciplines) -  top specialists from different IDO member countries 

- guiding discussions to solve problems or any tasks concerning IDO dance 
disciplines 

- in close cooperation with Competition and Adjudication  department - 
assist to organize seminars and lectures (theoretical, as well as practical) 
for dancers, trainers, choreographers 

- In cooperation with Public relation department - deal with audio, video and 
printed media which could be helpful for development of any IDO dance 
discipline 

 
2010 year developement of IDO disciplines and Technical department: 

- IDO Rule book went through a big reconstruction in the last year. Group 
of six people (Presidium members) did work on the document to make it 
more clear, better and more understandable. The whole document was 
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then edited and formatted in a new way. It was the biggest change since 
1998, when IDO Rule book was written. 

- In PERFORMING ARTS disciplines besides our “top” disciplines (SHOW 
and TAP) JAZZ as well as MODERN made another big step in 
development. Also BALLET is still growing and developing. 

- PRODUCTIONS - last year was not a good one for MINI Productions, but 
LARGE Productions kept their quality and improvement.   

- In TRADITIONAL dance department – Belly Dance is rapidly growing and 
Belly Dance rules went through big changes (especially in Children Age 
division).  

- 1st Folk festival 2010 was a good start of new tradition. 
- In STREET disciplines HIP HOP is one of the BIGGEST IDO disciplines 

(according to number of dancers and countries involved). IDO Hip Hop 
events attract big number of hip hop dancers from all different areas and 
dance communities. In June 2010 new discipline Hip Hop Team battle was 
presented in a competition for the first time and this year another “battle” 
discipline will start : Adult Hip Hop solo Battle 

- Disco Free Style  is loosing important and strong position and we expect 
some changes in the future  

- DISCO DANCE went through some important changes (some will came 
into effect this year) 

- STREET SHOW competitions were very strong in groups and formations, 
but in solo and duo we still expect some more development.    

- COUPLE DANCES – in last few years Couple dance department proved 
that couple dances are very important in IDO and have possibility for 
future development – thanks to big Latino events (Russia, Czech Republic 
and Hungary) but also because of smaller couple dance events. Some 
couple dance disciplines are very strong and really top quality, some are 
still in process of building their identity. Many disciplines went through rule 
changes and innovations. 

- ADULT 2 age division is more and more attractive for many dancers in 
many different disciplines 

- Mini Kids competitions for children (7 and under) started last year and in 
the future may bring many more new dancers to our events  

- Some new disciplines were adopted to IDO list of disciplines, but some 
with strong controversial feelings of some national members  

- IDO championships and cups together with approved events make a real 
competitive field for IDO dancers while dance FESTIVALS are bringing 
new quality and different atmosphere to IDO dance life. Both are very 
important and necessary for IDO dancers. 

 
Present and future of all IDO disciplines is connected with Technical committees. 
IDO TECHNICAL Committee members meet every year (mostly at world 
championships) and their email comunication is very often. Many important 
discussions went through internet last year to find solution in cases of specific 
topics and problems.   



IDO is very thankful for the job of all members of technical committees which is 
so important for improvement of each IDO dance discipline. In the same time I 
would like to thank Department chairmen – their job is very effective and helps to 
make the whole IDO structure strong and stable.     
 
To keep IDO strong we need to be more carefull about NEW disciplines as well 
as OLD and traditional ones. We all hope for another future development of IDO 
disciplines system – the new structure may be a big help for this task.  
In the future we would like to work on possible new structure of IDO disciplines 
according to number of competing dancers, number of competing countries, 
quality of dancers and perspective of dance discipline.

Report IDO Vice President and Competition Director – Michael Wendt 
 
Dear IDO members! 
  

I am happy and proud to submit my report as IDO vice president and competition 
director to the IDO-AGM 2011 in Tallinn, Estonia. Like the previous years it was a 
great year for IDO dancers with many very successful competitions!  
IDO is rapidly developing in many aspects 
 
DIES & Statistics 
Our DIES-System allows us a proper overlook about the enrollments, the ranking list of 
member federations sending dancers and fulfilling the criteria in the different dance 
departments. 
 
Let me explain: It shows the amount of dancers having been enrolled to the IDO events, but 
not the incoming payment.  
The reason is simple: several dancers attend at more than one IDO events per year. 
It also gives a good impression how much money the organizers have received by collecting 
the start fee to finance the event. 
 
Here are the current numbers from the DIES 
It has to be mentioned that inspite of the worst financial crisis IDO is “going up as a rocket”: 
 

 21.883 dancers participated at IDO events in 2010! What an impressive number of 
dancers! The increase to 2009 is more than 16% (18.793 dancers in 2009) – a plus of 
3.090 dancers – which was a similar increase to 2008. 
 

 42 IDO member federations and contacts from all five continents have been sending 
their best dancers to IDO events  
 

 21 official IDO events and 8 IDO approved events have been taken place in 2010 – 
and let me repeat my words from the last Report: among them one of the largest dance 
event in the world, the impressing “Dance Olympiad in Moscow” with 18.000 dancers, 
and the biggest official Dancesport World Championship (in the world) “IDO World 
Show- and Tap dance Championships 2010” in Riesa Germany with 3.500 dancers from 
33 countries and 4 continents - PLUS many more huge and excellent dance sport events 
in HipHop, DiscoDance, Performing Arts etc. etc. etc. 
 

 The outlook for 2011 is also promising: 19 events are already contracted or under 
negotiations plus 9 IDO approved events – some of them have already taken place very 
successfully in the first part of 2011. 

 
Policy to grant IDO titles 
This year we installed the “offer-and-bid-system” for IDO-events, just as I have announced 
it last year in my report.  
Through this procedure we could make many organizers being happy to run the events they 
want and IDO can be sure the event is planned as excellent as possible.

There will be a last scruteneering seminar in Riesa, which I will hold in conjunction with my 
successor in this field. 
 
Report Asia / Pacific 
Surely everybody has read the reports in the IDO website about my visits in Japan last 
summer and later on in Thailand, Australia and China.  
Now China will be IDO FULL MEMBER and will run the first IDO approved event in Djengdou 
with invited countries in July 2011. Mongolia was following China. I am sure many other 
countries in Asia will come up to apply for IDO-membership. 
If wanted by the IDO I offer my help to assist Asia and Australia and develop IDO in this 
wonderful and growing world area. 
 
IDO website / Facebook and others 
Due to a presidium’s decision and Jörn Storbraten’s great work we have found a wonderful 
person building up the IDO-Facebook: Gaynor Johnston from Slovenia. FACEBOOK has to 
be implemented more and more in IDO and with the organizers in conjunction with Keybird, 
our excellent webmaster. I will develop all these new things together – involving UTUBE as 
well. Maybe there are some more news at the AGM. This is an important part which has to 
be pushed – and I will do my best. 
 



IDO competition director after 2013 
It is time now to prepare the time when I will not run again for IDO competition director at the 
AGM 2013. I have thought about this step since a long time and have watched many IDO 
people who in my eyes could become my successor. I have spoken with many I considered 
being capable. Most refused to take over this job – I cannot blame them. 
In closed conjunction with my dear colleagues in the IDO presidium, I suggest Fiona 
Johnson-Kocjancic from Slovenia to become my successor in two years as IDO vice 
president and competition director. Jadran Zivkovic has started a good tradition in IDO to 
train Velibor Srdic to become his successor. Bill Fowler trained Jörn Storbraten to become 
his successor as IDO president. Now I follow and inform Fiona about all details regarding 
IDO contracts and events and keep her updated. I will appoint Fiona as my Competition 
deputy soon to ease the time when taking over the job. I am sure she has the capacity – 
especially with the help of her husband – to take over and run this most important IDO office 
successfully. There are two more years to go but we have to think ahead. I will keep the 
AGM informed. 
 
Vice president IDO foreign relation  
If the IDO will like me to help IDO to develop further in Asia / Pacific – or other parts in the 
dance world - with my many contacts and friends in that region my wife has allowed me to do 
so. But at this early stage it is an idea or offer which has to be discussed and decided during 
the next 2 years. Momentarily the IDO presidium has appointed me “Ambassador for ASIA / 
PACIFIC” which I am doing with great effort and enjoyment for the next remaining year. 
 
Negotiation with IDSF 
This truly is a very important issue for all IDO-members. It has created a lot of turbulence in 
the IDO world and the partner federations with much too many unnecessary accusations and 
emails.   
The decision must not be done in haste. Only the AGM can decide about it.  
Because the AGM needs detailed information Jörn and I will explain all details necessary to 
understand the difficult situation. At the AGM we will explain the PROs and CONTRAs 
signing or not signing the affiliation contract offered by IDSF and finally will draw scenarios 
for both solutions. We are open for questions and will guide the AGM through the discussion 
if necessary. 
We have promised the IDSF to inform our members neutrally in detail. For us this is self-
understanding. But anyway and anyhow it will be the discussion and decision of the AGM 
how to proceed. We are aware any decision made finally may result difficulties for some 
members.  
  
Last but not Least 
It was a pleasure to have worked for IDO the last year. I will not give up to lift our great IDO 
to the highest level of professionalism and success. 
The success will be on our side, because we have visions and follow the cultures of our 
many disciplines. IT IS MY TRUE VIEW IDO IS THE BIGGEST AND MOST IMPORTANT 
DANCESPORT FEDERATION IN THE WORLD.

Report Production development Committee 
 
The AGM 2010 in Amsterdam appointed me to chair a Committee with the task to investigate the 
possibillities to develope the Production disciplines. 
 
The Committee has worked during 2010-2011 on the matter with the following people taking part in the 
Committee; Hana Svehlova, IDO Technical Director, Ralf Josat Chairman Show Dance Committee, Fiona 
Johnson-Kocjancic and Jadran Jivkovic, whom brought up the question.  
 
The work of the Committee started with a letter addressed to different people within the IDO that have 
been involved with the Production discipline a lot. A clear majority did not want to make any changes at all 
but rather thought that the Production discipline worked very well in its present format. 
 
A questionnaire was than formulated that went out to as many of the choreographers, trainers and 
teachers as possible that were involved in the Production discipline. 12-15 answers have been received 
and those answers together with the comments made by the Committee delegates is the base of the 
following proposals that will be brought forward to the Street Dance Department and the Performing Arts 
Department to be dealt with at the Department Committees respectively. 
 
Because a Production is involving all kinds of dancing it is somehow more complicated to find an 
acceptable solution because all proposals must be discussed and voted upon in all Committees in the two 
Departments that are involved. The Couple Dance Department is excluded because they have formulated 
a different kind of discipline called a Couple Dance Master Showcase which is more suitable to the Couple 
Dance situation. 
 
Because of the fact that the new reconstructed IDO will from the AGM 2011 be working with Department 
Boards it will be much easier to find a solution which is democratically processed through all the 
Committees in the two Departments. Each proposal will go out to all delegates in the Dance Committees 
and debated and eventually voted upon and needs a simple majority of votes to be passed to the Annual 
Department meetings 2012 in the two Departments respectively. In the event some proposals would be 
successful also in the Department meetings they will be implemented. In the event of some proposals will 
be defeated in one of the Department and passed in the other, those proposals will be placed on the 
Agenda for the AGM.
